bulbophyllum Elizabeth Ann 'Buckleberry’, grown by
Doug and Terry Kennedy - a mature plant with
multiple spikes all over. Doug grows the plant in an
open mix in a greenhouse up under the roof so the
plant can get high light. When asked for tips on how
to make this orchid bloom, Doug said he honestly
doesn't know. The Kennedys acquired this plant quite
recently, and this is when they already had one of
these for a number of years and it hasn't bloomed for
the longest time. Joe DiCiommo's shared his
experience in dealing with the stubborn beauty. He
used to keep it in a shaded corner of his greenhouse

and the plant was growing wonderfully but never
bloomed. One day Joe decided to move the orchid to
the opposite corner - lighter, cooler and about 15 feet
away, and the orchid covered itself in spikes. Doug's
joking summary followed: To make your bulbophyllum

bloom, go
home and
move it 15
feet to the
right!.
